NOTICE OF DEADLINE FOR OBJECTING TO FIRST AND FINAL CHAPTER 7 FEE 
APPLICATION OF WILKINSON, PENDERGRAS & BEARD, L.P. 

 
On April 19, 2004, Wilkinson, Pendergras & Beard, L.P. (“Wilkinson”) filed its First and Final Chapter 7 Fee 
Application (the “Fee Application”).  Wilkinson was retained by Yvette J. Gonzales, Chapter 7 Trustee 
(“Trustee”) to appraise a certain parcel of property in El Paso, Texas.  The appraisal has been completed.  A copy 
of the Fee Application can be inspected at the office of the Clerk of the Bankruptcy Court, Federal Building and 
United States Courthouse, 500 Gold Avenue, SW, Tenth Floor, Albuquerque, New Mexico 87102. 
 
In the Fee Application, Williams requests approval of its one-time appraisal fee of $1,250.00.  None of this 
amount has been paid.  The Fee Application requests Court approval of the fee, and that the Trustee be 
authorized to pay the unpaid balance.  If approved, the fee will be paid out of the proceeds of the sale of the 
subject property, or from other collateral of the estate’s secured lenders. 
 
If you object to the Fee Application, you must file the original and one copy of your written objection with the 
Clerk of the United States Bankruptcy Court, 500 Gold Avenue, SW, Tenth Floor, Post Office Box 546, 
Albuquerque, New Mexico 87103-0546, on or before twenty days from the date of mailing of this notice, plus 
three days for mailing, for a total of twenty-three days, i.e., on or before May 12, 2004, and must serve a copy of 
the objection on David T. Thuma at the address given below.  If any objections are timely filed, a preliminary 
hearing will be held on the objection with notice to the objecting party and the Trustee.  If no objections are 
timely filed, an order approving the Fee Application will be presented to the Court for entry without a hearing or 
further notice.
