Certain M scell aneous Fees Change July 1, 2001

As a result of action by the Judicial Conference of the
United States and enactnent of the Federal Courts | nprovenment
Act of 2000, fees for tw itens on the Bankruptcy Court
M scel | aneous Fee Schedule will increase on July 1, 2001:

Filing a petition ancillary to a foreign
proceeding under 11 U.S. C. § 304 $830 (was $530)

Retrieval of a record from archive
storage location $ 35 (was $25)

In addition to the fee increases, the wording of the
amendnment fee provision has been clarified:

For amendments to a debtor’ s schedules of creditors, er listsof creditors, matrix, or
mailing lists, $20 for each amendment, provided the bankruptcy judge may, for good
cause, waive the charge in any case.

The amendnent fee is thus clearly applied to the matrix
or mailing list (which has been the policy in New
Mexi co), providing incentive to ensure that matri ces or
mailing lists are accurate at filing.

Al so, the specific exanple of registering a judgnent has
been renoved from the m scell aneous docunent fee to make the
wor di ng consistent with the district court version of the same
fee. It now reads:

For filing or indexing any document not in a case or proceeding for which afiling fee
has been paid, $30.
