NOTICE TO ALL WITNESSES, JURORS, AGENTS AND
COURTROOM SPECTATORS.

TO MAINTAIN THE DIGNITY OF THE COURT, THE COURT
REQUESTS THAT THE FOLLOWING LIST OF MINIMUM
STANDARDS REGARDING APPROPRIATE DRESS BE MET
BEFORE ENTERING THIS COURTROOM.

1) MEN SHOULD WEAR A SHIRT WITH A COLLAR AND
LONG PANTS (JEANS ARE ACCEPTABLE).

2) WOMEN SHOULD WEAR A DRESS, OR A BLOUSE AND
SKIRT, OR A BLOUSE AND LONG PANTS (JEANS ARE
ACCEPTABLE).

3) ALL LAYPERSONS SHOULD WEAR SHOES IN THE
COURTROOM. THONGS ARE NOT ACCEPTABLE.

4) SHORTS, T-SHIRTS, AND REVEALING CLOTHING
(WHICH REVEALS THE MIDRIFF OR UNDERCLOTHING)
ARE NOT ACCEPTABLE.

5 HATSOR CAPS MUST BE REMOVED WHILE IN THE
COURTROOM.

DEVIATIONS FROM THE ABOVE STANDARDS BY

LAY PERSONS (OTHER THAN THOSE WHO ARE IN CUSTODY
AT THE TIME OF THE PROCEEDING) SHOULD BE BROUGHT
TO THE ATTENTION OF COURT PERSONNEL AND APPROVED
BY THE COURT PRIOR TO ENTERING THE COURTROOM.
